POWER SUPPLY

The device is powered by four AAA batteries. When the batteries become weak, the battery life picture is
shown unfilled.

How to Replace the Batteries

After the program is installed, start “calibre - E-book management’” from “Start’ | “All Programs” | “calibre -
E-book Management'.

o Click the “Add books” button in the top left corner of the application's main window.
o Select the book of your choice.

v You can select multiple books by holding down the CTRL key while clicking.

o Click “Open’. The book title will show up in the application's main window.

o Click the “Convert books” button and then, in the top right corner of the “Convert’ window, specify the
“Output format’. Select “TXT or “FB2".

o Click “OK” to launch the conversion process.
